CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION

1. ELIGIBILITY

All female members of the club holding a valid CONGU handicap are eligible to compete.  5 day members are not eligible to play in weekend competitions.

2. METHOD OF ENTRY.

Entry for competitions can be made on the BRS system, by phoning or calling in person to the Pro Shop.  Time sheet for competitions open on the Wednesday week before the competition day i.e. 10 days before competition
3. ENTERING COMPETITIONS

Players must have their names entered the competition book in the Pro Shop, pay the required entry fee and swipe membership card prior to commencement of play.

4. FORMAT OF COMPETITION

The format of each competition is decided before play commences.  This format will be on your score card and also on the blackboard in the lobby.

5. PRIZE STRUCTURE.

This is displayed on the main notice board.

6. ALTERNATE DAY
It is advised that anyone playing on the alternate day should check the website before 6.00 pm on the Wednesday evening to check that there are other names down on timesheet.  If it is a case that you are the only name down, it will be necessary to take your name off – before 6.00 pm on the Wednesday – if you want to play on the Saturday.

It is the responsibility of the player to make sure that there is someone to play with.

GENERAL LADIES NOTICES
Members cannot win a competition while their yearly subscription remains unpaid after March 1st each year.

Lady Captain’s Prize. For members to be eligible to win the Overall Winner, Overall Runner-up and Overall Gross prizes, they must have returned a card in three (3) official 18 hole competitions.
Country members are not eligible to compete in the following competitions – President’s, Lady President’s,  Captain’s, Lady Captain’s, Vice Captain’s and Centenary Trophy prizes.

Cups – crystal memento is presented to all cup winners at the end of each year.
