Handicap Requirement and System to Upgrade 

Handicap requirement and system to upgrade from ordinary Juvenile Status to Competitive Juvenile Status. 

Handicap Requirement 

The applicant has to prove that he is capable of playing to 16 over par or better (ie. 87 or better) 

Handicap System

There are two methods whereby the applicant is assessed as being capable of playing to the above

a. The standard method whereby the applicant has shown by his return of cards during three different summer competitions, that he is capable of playing to the required handicap above. 

b. The Fast Track system. The applicant can play up to 3 rounds of golf with a member of the juvenile committee or the competitions committee. They will mark the applicant’s card and will also take into account, the applicant’s;

· Manners

· Courtesy 

· Care of the Course

· Knowledge of the rules of the game. 

If during any of the 3 rounds the applicant returns a score of PAR + 16 shots or better and has been satisfactory on the other disciplines, the juvenile convenor will recommend to the next full council meeting that the applicant should be upgraded to competitive status with a handicap based on the best card submitted. 

An applicant who is not successful in their first attempt at fast track may apply again after 3 months, but can not apply more than twice in any one calendar year. 

In both cases a. and b. above: 

1. The application must be submitted in writing, accompanied with the applicant’s score-card duly signed by a committee member. 

2. The application is presented to Council via the juvenile convenor. Council access the application and vote through the normal procedure on the upgrade.
